The complete information package on the LSP (Leadership Scholarship Program) for the next academic year is enclosed.

Please note:  LSP funds will be decreased significantly for 2008.  Due to a higher number of students requesting LSP and lower returns on investments that fund LSP, you can expect a 50% decrease in LSP from funding levels for Fall 2007.  This means that this calendar year, if you are enrolled in the winter 2008 or summer 2008 semesters, the LSP you receive will be nearly 50% less than Fall 2007.

The Leadership Scholarship Committee reviews all applications for grants in late August.  Please ensure that we receive all the necessary documentation or your application will not be submitted for approval to the LSP Committee.  Once we have received confirmation of registration from your school of attendance, LSP cheques for undergraduates will be sent to the school they are attending and seminary students will receive their financial assistance directly.

To help serve you better, please contact us if you have not received an acknowledgement from the Ministry Centre within two weeks of sending your application.
Any student applying for funding during the summer does not need to complete an application if one is on file for the fall and spring semesters.  The same process is followed before funding is released i.e. confirmation must be received from the Registrar that the student has registered for the course along with the number of credit hours being taken.

Leadership Scholarship Plan Information 

This sheet provides the details of eligibility requirements of the Grant Program along with a list of approved schools and the applicable grant amounts.  You may apply for a grant to a school that is not on the list of approved schools.  Using this same application, the Director of Personnel will consider each request according to LSP policy.

It is necessary for Seminary and Ministerial students to submit a plan for their involvement in a local Free Methodist church prior to funds being released.  All students are encouraged to actively participate in the life of a Free Methodist local church.

Grant Application

All students need to apply each school year.  If you apply for funding at the beginning of a school year, your application is valid for both semesters.  The deadline for receipt of applications for Semester I is August 17th, and for Semester II is December 17th, 2007.  

PLEASE NOTE THAT THE APPLICATION DEADLINES WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED.  THE LSP COMMITTEE WILL NO LONGER CONSIDER LATE APPLICATIONS.

Ministerial Student

· your application needs to be recommended by the Official Board of your local church and signed by your Pastor.  Form 383b from The Manual (Chapter 3, paragraph 383b) should also be on file at the Director of Personnel’s office in order for your application to be considered complete.

Seminary Student

· your application needs to be recommended by the Director of Personnel in consultation with the LSP Committee.  The LSP Committee will consult with the Regional Ministerial Education Guidance and Placement Committee wherever it deems necessary.
Grant Promissory Note

All students must sign the grant promissory note for their application to be considered complete.
Information Request
Students not returning to school in the 2007-2008 academic year are requested to provide the information indicated on the Information Request form and return it to the Ministry Centre.
